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NEBRASKA REGION ALLOWS CONGREGATION TO WITHDRAW AFTER 

SITUATION IS BROUGHT TO LIGHT 
 

In the last DHF e-Connection we highlighted the situation of First Christian 
Church of Elm Creek, Nebraska.  The congregation voted to withdraw from 

the Disciples of Christ (DoC) denomination, then fulfilled all the requirements 

the denomination’s Design requires.  Ken Moore, Regional Minister of 
Nebraska, refused to complete the process unless the congregation allowed 

him to come and “dialogue” with the church.  The congregation was not 
interested in the requested dialogue, and repeatedly requested Moore to 

remove them from DoC listing. 
 

The Elm Creek church tried to leave the denomination quietly and without 
fanfare.  All they asked was that their decision be respected.  They 

discovered that would not be allowed, so they were forced to take further 
steps. 

 
DHF publicized their situation in an article on the DHF e-Connection and the 

DHF website.  The church mailed a letter explaining their reasons for leaving 
to the churches of the Nebraska Region.   

 

With their actions brought to the light, the Region removed Elm Creek from 
their list of churches. 

 
We rejoice at this affirmation of a congregation’s right to make decisions for
