Our volunteer crews have done 
nearly all the necessary tearout  

work except a bit of the ceiling.  
We still need to get one wall 

studded in, but the summer 
season has made it difficult to get 

a crew together.  We anticipate that 
the final wall will be in soon, 

allowing the electrician to proceed 
with his work.  

 

Projec ts completed so far include:  
 

-Tearing out necessary walls, carpet, 
ceiling tiles and frames, platforms, 

floor tiles, etc.  
-Tuckpointing the brickwork at the 

four corners of the building  
-All new walls studded in (except one)  

-Roof sealed  
-Electrical work  begun  

 
Our friends advising us on video equipment found a set of 6 cameras with 

cables, a switcher and other necessary accessories for sale on e -Bay.  We 
struggled over whether to spend 

the $10,000 now or wait and 

hope another opportunity like this 
came along later.  An anonymous 

donor offered to pay for the 
cameras up front in place of his 

regular giving to the DHF general 
fund.  After much prayer, the 

board decided to move forward 
with the purchase.  This purchase 

covers a good deal of the video equipme nt that will be needed for the 
Ministry Center.
