Lucy Kinya (thatôs Kinya with an ñi,ò not an ñe,ò pronounced keen -yeh ô) is 
certainly a very special person in my life.  Lucy and I met when I returned 
to Kenya in October of 2004.  She was a s taff member of Finish The Task, 
the organization  fo r which Mark Dye and I work .  Of course, in the 

beginning, Lucy  was , to me,  just one of nine  Kenyan staff workers at FTT 
and that was the way it remained for some time.  However, even from the 
start, I was impressed with Lucyôs deep sense of commitment and 
dedication to quality in her relationship with Christ.  This was matched by 

her desire to effectively serve Him  in all aspects of her life .  Lucy is a prayer 
warrior and has had a  devotion  to missions f or the past 26  years.  
 

Lucy accepted Christ when she was 15 years old and has a number of 
fascinating evangelistic stories about those early years when she was a 
newly -converted ñfool for Christ.ò  She gained her teaching certificate , but 
at age 20, she committed the next ten years of her life to focusing  fully on 
being only in the Lordôs service.  For a young African woman in her prime 
marrying years, this was an extraordinary commitment.  In fact, Lucy only 
first got married when she was 35 years old.  She has twin boys, now nine years old, from that mar riage.

She spent  a number of years with Share International, planning and 
organizing church planting trips into Kenyaôs Turkana District for visiting groups (I never met her while she was 
in Turkana ).  More recently she has served as a missionary t rainer for the international agency Youth With A 

Mission (YWAM) and most recently served in FTTôs Church Mobilization Dept., as well as being the ir Assistant 
Director for  the FTT School of Missions.   I once heard FTTôs Executive Director, Dr. Macmillan Kiiru, say about 
Lucy, ñI know of no other Kenyan woman who is more knowledgeable about Christian missions.ò 
 
Iôm sure there may be many more questions about Lucy and about our future together.  Please send me those 
questions.  God is at the center of our rel ationship and I envision the formation of us as a ñmissionary teamò as 
one of great potential.  I look forward to the day when I can introduce Lucy to you face - to - face.
