As you know, our long range plan is to
reach into as many of the 38 unreached
tribal groups as we possibly can with
the gospel of Jesus Christ.

The enemy does not want us to be here,
and definitely doesn't like that we are
taking ground away from him!! It has
been a fight for the whole time that we
have been here. There have been
discouraging times, as we have suffered
some defeats, but we are also
encouraged by recent victories.

In this email update, we want to give you
some things to rejoice with us about, and
problems that we need help with and we
want to call you to join with us in prayer.

Church Planting

The Churches among the Hadzabe tribe are growing and
developing. We are looking at helping them to reach into new
Hadzabe areas, and planting more churches. A few years ago,
no one woud have thought that it would be possible for the
Hadzabe to come to Christ! But all things are possible with God.

One of the Barbaig tribe church planters, Thomas, went out from
the recent training course and has already eight converts!! He is
happy to report that a new church is forming.

Lulu, another Barbaig church planter, and our church planter
overseer for the area reports 7 new converts. He is also
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preparing to start CHE (Community Health Evangelism)training
with the local government leaders. He is meeting next week with
them to finish the planning for this important event.

There is a major problem in the Mdori area between two different
tribes, and fighting broke out there recently. Lulu is working to
begin church planting in Mdori. Todd Carter, Robert Mollel and
Lulu and I, recently went to the site, and talked with the
government leaders. They cautioned us to not go into the villages
at this time, but were very happy to welcome us. They were
pleased that we were willing to coordinate with the government
and begin by training their own government people. So, we are
moving into this new area, and we take one step at a time. There
are no churches in this areal We must move slowly and continue
to pray for a break through.

In the Maasai community of Matale, the work continues with our
5 churches planter families continuing to teach and share the
gospel. We now have 4 churches established and one other site
where 50-60 people meet each Sunday. At this place, we don't
have baptized believers yet, but | think that they are getting close!

Stolen Church building

Several years ago, CMF |
planted a church at a
place called Enkewa. It
is in Tanzania, but very
close to the -
Kenya/Tanzania border. F=
We worked with the
church to build a church
building when we were |
living in Kenya, and 3
years ago, a church
group from Bonanza, e LR
OR came and helped us expand the bundlng and put in a cement
floor.

Now one of the church leaders, says that the land that the church
building is built on is his, and he wants to separate from us. Only
one church elder went with him. The rest of the church elders,
are firmly standing with CMF. They have a very good attitude
about this situation. They said," Lets not fight him for the building,
but just quietly move forward." | wanted to fight for the building,
but was counseled by our Maasai brothers, in a meeting last
week, to let it go and that God would reveal the truth and provide
for them". They have had 11 people accept Christ in the last 5
weeks. Last weekend they had a seminar, and had 300 adults
and 150 children attend. They continue to trust God in amazing
ways.

We as a CMF team have decided to make a plan and help the
church to build a new church building. They have a new plot, and
we are planning with them toward building. We will need about




$7000 to rebuild. The church will provide 20% of the cost. This
was not in our budget, on even on the horizon. So, we need our
supporters to help us build. You can send funds to CMF
International and mark it for Tanzania Church building.

> We have had Jack as
part of our family for
over 8 years. He was 5
years and 11 months old
when he came to our
home. We have tried to
make our relationship
with him legal for many
years, but have not been
jable to.

This picture was taken at
Kendra's wedding. As
you can see Jack is now 14 years old, wears size 13 shoes and
just started 8th grade. We are finally moving forward with the
adoption. His uncle has signed the consent form, and the
documents have been gathered, and we are preparing to get our
day in court to become Jack's legal guardians. This is just the
first step in the adoption process. Then we have to work through
the USA Department of Homeland Security process. When that
process is completed, then things should go smoothly for us to
get an adoption decree in the Kenyan High Court!

It sounds like a long, expensive process, but we are not accepting
"No" for an answer. We have two good lawyers, the Kenyan
adoption agency is supportive, and we even found the US
Embassy personnel to be helpful.

So, pray with us that we can finally finish and have Jack as our
adopted son. He is already our son, but we need to make it legal
now.

Lorivi and Robert, who Work with us, report that the most recent
mobile clinic vaccinated 1192 for measles, 987 received Vitamin




A, and 781 were treated for worms. The clinics are opening doors
for the gospel in the area. One new area asked last week if we
could come and start a church there. So, we will be sending our
church planter to go and discuss with the leaders of this area
about starting a church.

We will be starting an immunization clinic in Enkewa in October.
It will give the message to the community that even though there
has been a split in the church, we are here to help the
community.
