Immunization Clinics  

 
One of the people groups that we work with here in Tanzania are the Maasai.   Across the border 
from where I grew up in Kenya, we have 5 church planter families in 4 areas.   Matale A, B1, B2 
and C.  One of the obvious felt needs for this community is access to health care.   With this in 
mind, CMF has begun working with the Tanzanian government to provide mobile clinics into this 
area.  Each month Lorivi and Robert head out to Matale with the clin icians to provide needed 
care.    
 
At the end of July, Jeremy and I, the Carters and Richmonds were able to join Lorivi and 
Robert.   It was a blessing to see how many women and children were immunized between the 
two day clinics.   After each clinic session,  a teaching was given for those who came.   The first 
day was on HIV/AIDS and the second day was concerning eye care. Since I am not medically 
trained, I had the chance to serve chai (tea with milk and sugar) and mandazi (like a doughnut) 
to all of the ladi es at day 1's clinic.  
 
The August clinic allowed vaccinations for 1192 for measles, 987 received Vitamin A, and 781 
were treated for worms.   It is very exciting to see the clinics opening the communities to the 
Truth of Christ.   We even had a new area ask us to come and start a church there.   So, one of 



our church planter families will be meeting with the leaders of the area to do just that!  
 
We will also be starting an immunization clinic in Enkewa, another Maasai area, in October.   
This Enkewa church will  also be participating in a Community Health Evangelism (CHE) Training 
of Trainers 1 course (TOT1) in October.   A very exciting "next step" for this community.  

The Office   

These past months have been full.   With the office running pretty smoothly, it  has given me 
time to look for a new Administrative Assistant.   Scollar, our former AA, had the chance at a 
new job that would be very beneficial to her and her family.   We blessed her in her leave 
taking of us.   But, without her in the office I have a ren ewed appreciation for how valuable and 
capable she was.  I have done one interview so far, and will continue to be looking for someone 
who can fill the criteria.
