He has built a simple church 
building using limbs and grass. He is now working on building a house for his family.  It is also made 
from limbs and grass.

Lulu and I went to greet our church planters among the 
Hadzabe people.  These are the bushmen who have 
previously run around naked hunting with bow and arrow.  
What at change!!  God is completely changing their 
community.  They have a great vision for reaching the many 
other lost Hadzabe people.  We were welcomed with a 
traditional drink.  They took the fruit of the Baobab tree  
( pictured) and then soaked it in water.  Then they gave us 
the sweet water to drink.  After drinking that, they gave us the 
fruit to eat!  This is their food supply.  It was very interesting 

watching them eat the fruit.  You had a feeling that you were in some prehistoric time.  God loves 
the world, and Jesus died for "All" peoples.  Thank you for making it possible for the gospel to reach 
even these Hadzabe.  I didn't take a picture of the Hadzabe, but Lulu took this picture of me drinking 
their sweet water.
